KnowledgeBase Web Site

The Landonl/ine ‘KnowledgeBase’ web
site enables Land Information New
Zealand (LINZ) clients, including
solicitors and surveyors, to view
Registrar-General of Land and Surveyor-
General standards, guidelines and
policies.

Developed as a sub project of Landon/ine
Bthe automation of the title and survey
business of LINZ bthe KnowledgeBase
web site will form a link from the LINZ
web site. The details contained within it
are designed to complement the regular
information updates that appear in
Torrens talk, by providing a broader
regulatory framework.

Structure

¥ The KnowledgeBase basically
consists of four libraries:

¥ Registrar-General of Land Standards

and Guidelines
¥ Cadastral Survey Guidelines
¥ GPS Guidelines
¥ Surveyor-General Policies.

Content

Each library contains a number of related
documents. For example, the Registrar-General
of Land OStandards and GuidelinesO library will
contain information including administrative
matters, such as the process for approval of a
national change of name for a company, as well
as more technical areas B such as Maori land
and reserves. It will also include guidelines
specific toLandonline, e.g. a guideline outlining
the differences between a current certificate of
title to a computer register.

The Cadastral Survey Guidelines and GPS
Guidelines libraries will give an understanding
on how Cadastral Surveys should be
undertaken.

Finally the Surveyor General Policies will
include some technical reports along with
policies on a variety of topics including
information on NZGD2000.

It is estimated that around 100 comprehensive
standards and guidelines will eventually be
made available.

Search Engine

Users can easily search for documents within
the KnowledgeBase web site, by browsing
down to the different levels within each library
until they find the document they require. Once
a document has been located the user can
open, view and print the document. The
KnowledgeBase will also allow a basic word
search of the documents.
