A summary of feedback will be sent to all those who make

submissions. The final decision for the future storage and

management of  these records will take into account your views,

staff needs, LINZ standards and costs.

• A final decision will be made on the future storage and management

of LINZ paper records in December. This will be publicised in

the following ways:
