as land to be restored to full Crown 
ownership and control under section 
35(2)(a)(i) Crown Pastoral Land Act 
1998, as conservation area.   

(2) 21,037 ha (approximately) to be restored 
to Crown control under section 35(2)(b)(i) 
and 36(1)(a) Crown Pastoral Land Act 
1998, as conservation area subject to the 
following concession.   
Qualified designation: 
A grazing, tourism activities  and 
commercial filming & photography   
concession is to be granted to 
Mesopotamia Station Limited over the 
land shown marked “CA1”, “CA2” and 
“CA3” on the Plan. 

(3) 5,063 ha (approximately) to be 
designated as land to be disposed of by 
freehold disposal to the holder under 
section 35(3), section 36(3)(b) and 
section 40(1)(b) of the Crown Pastoral 
Land Act 1998, subject to a protective 
mechanism and qualified designations.

environment of the areas shown in yellow 
wash and labelled “CC1”, “CC2” and 
“CC3” on plans 2 of 3 and 3 of 3 in the 
proposal.

Pursuant to Section 36(3)(b) Crown 
Pastoral Land Act 1998. 

1. (i) An easement in gross to provide  public 
foot, on or accompanied by horses, by 
non-motorised vehicle or by motor vehicle 
over tracks marked “f-g-h”, “g-i” and “j-k” 
on the plan.  

    (ii)  An easement in gross to provide foot and 
motor vehicle access for conservation 
management purposes over tracks 
marked “a-b-c”, “b-d”, “f-g-h”, “g-i” and “j-
k” on the plan. 

2. (i) An easement in gross to provide foot and 
motor vehicle access for Central South 
Island Fish and Game Council 
management purposes over tracks 
marked “f-g-h” and “j-k” on the plan.
