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Background:
A NZ Marine Geospatial Information Working Group (NZMGI-WG) was established in February 2019 to facilitate national collaboration and leverage opportunities to grow the value of marine geospatial investments and benefits (see Terms of Reference for the NZMGI-WG).

-	MGI is Findable, Accessible, Interoperable and Re-Useable (FAIR Data Principles)

-	Visibility of future marine data capture to reduce duplication and leverage opportunities for partnerships 
The Steering Group consists of representatives from the NZMGI-WG with a key national role in the generation and/or use of marine geospatial data. The decisions made by the Steering Group will consider the needs of the wider marine geospatial community.

· Developing a national NZ MGI strategy and work programme with input from the NZMGI-WG
· Determining work programme priorities with input from the working group

· Providing strategic leadership
· Sharing knowledge and technical expertise 
· Actively contributing (including resourcing) to work programme deliverables
· Supporting the coordination and facilitation of the NZMGI-WG
· Regularly attending Steering Group meetings, approx. every two months (virtual attendance may be possible).
